According to Edmund Burke, ―All that is 
necessary for the triumph of evil is that 
good men do nothing.‖ Annie Teriba 
(10K10) and Iranga Tcheko (10K10) of 
Kingsford Community School strongly 
felt that this was the case when they 
argued against St Bonaventure‘s School 
in the first round of the English Speaking 
Union‘s National Debating Champion-
ships. that ‗dictators should be assassi-
nated!‘ Kingsford‘s argument centred 
around the idea that if we allow violent 
dictators to take away the civil liberties 
and basic freedoms of their citizens, we 
are guilty by omission. 
 

The event, hosted by St Bonaventure‘s School, took place on Thursday, 26 th Novem-
ber, 2009. The Year 10 Kingsford debaters put on an absolutely breath-taking display 
of passion and verbal intelligence that completely embarrassed their Year 13 counter-
parts from St Bonaventure‘s. Iranga Tcheko set the standards high in her opening 
speech, her arguments being well crafted and delivered. Annie Teriba made light work 
of destroying the arguments put forward by St Bonaventure‘s. Her critical analysis of 
the speeches made by her opponents revealed numerous flaws in their arguments and 
highlighted the fact that the opposition‘s line of debate lacked direction. 
 

Both speakers from the Kingsford team were supported by Kingsford Debate Club 
members Amarjit Sidhu (10K10), Marian Adu-Adjei (10K10), Geraldrine Agyeman 
(10K6), Aireen Njawa (10K10), Shuheb Ahmed (10K6), Cofi Joseph (10K6) and Beau 
Quashie (10K7) who all attended the debate, alongside their teacher, Ms Alimi and 
provided encouragement to the team, playing a strong role in the floor debate. The way 
the Kingsford students conducted themselves and participated in the event was a testa-
ment to the hours of hard work that they have put in to the debate club meetings during 
the after school sessions that they participate in.  
 

Although the team (pictured) did not progress to the final round, they were singled out 
for praise by the host teacher and the judges. Of the six teams in the competition, the 
Kingsford team was the youngest and newest team and still finished in third place. The 
valuable experiences that they have gained will no doubt be useful in the forth coming 
debate tournaments in which Kingsford students will be participating. Undoubtedly, the 
debate team will continue to grow stronger and win silverware for the school.

Year 11 Mock GCSE Exam Guidance 

Inaugurated by the Head Teacher Ms Deslandes last term, the Kingsford School Debate 
Club has been growing from strength to strength. With the assistance of Debate Mate, the 
club has been meeting regularly every Tuesday from 2.45 to 3.45pm. Debate Mate is a char-
ity organisation which runs a yearly programme to train young people in the skills of debating 
and public speaking.  Students from 70 schools across the UK take part in the programme, 
working with student debaters from the top universities in the country to set up and run their 
own debate clubs. 
 
Monday, the 9th of November, 2009 was an exciting day for the club as 15 of its members 
attended the launch event of the Debate Mate programme for 2009/2010. The event, which 
was held at the Royal Institution of Great Britain, Mayfair London, was attended by over 800 
students who are taking part in the programme this year. The show debate of the day 
(featuring world champion debaters like Lewis Iwu and top university debaters like Rushab Ranavat and Mel Pope) on banning violent video 
games was well received and prompted fantastic contributions from the audience, including Kingsford students, during the floor debates. 
 
Kingsford School Debate Club members had a fantastic time at the launch and made many new friends, while exchanging ideas and tips on 
debating. They also had a chance to watch some of the world‘s best debaters in action. It promises to be an exciting year for the club as we 
go on to compete in and host debate events in the near future.

The mock exam season has arrived and Year 11 students are cur-
rently sitting these exams from until to Thursday 17th of December. 
 

Throughout this term students have been preparing for these exams 
and understand the importance of doing well and meeting the aca-
demic targets that have been set by the school. The mock GCSE 
exams provide a valuable opportunity for students to develop good 
revision habits – such as private study and planning a revision time-
table.  Our experience shows that students who prepare well for the 
mock exams do well in the following Summer final GCSE ex-
ams.   Mock exam results are required on all college and sixth-form 
application forms. Here are some final reminders for students: 
 

V Revise and prepare thoroughly before sitting each exam 

paper 

V Prepare and follow your revision timetable 

V Know their exam clashes and you must have rescheduled             

these with Ms Nelson 

V Arrive 15 minutes before the start of each of your exams 

V Attend Study Support if needed before each exam 

V Have the correct equipment for each exam 

V Wear the full and correct school uniform for each exam 

V Do not have a mobile phone on you whilst in the exam hall 

 
It is important that students make good use of all available study 
resources for example; SAM learning, Study Support, subject study 
guides and learning websites.  Study Support exam sessions are 
run each afternoon at the school from 2.45 to 4.00pm and support 
students in their revision and exam technique.
