Year, the Year of the Tiger. As a major centre for the promotion of
Chinese learning and culture, Kingsford Community School celebrated
the event in style. Under the expert guidance of Ms Li Xia, Mr Yan
Tong and Ms Lingling Liu, Kingsford’s three Hanban funded Confucius
Classroom teachers, students were provided with several cultural
workshops; these included a huge assortment of activities such as
Chinese calligraphy (pictured above) and paper cutting. The whole
event, organised by Linying Liu, Manager of Kingsford's Confucius
Classroom, was a huge success with students, allowing them to get a
full flavour of the Chinese culture. Workshops were also provided at
several other local schools, a reflection of the outreach work that
Kingsford undertakes on a regular basis to promote China’s language
and culture to students across London and beyond.
